EVIDENCES FROM HOLY SCRIPTURE THAT
 JESUS IS JEHOVAH GOD Also.
1.  Matthew 3:3  For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord (Jehovah), make his paths straight.

John the Baptist is preaching, and he says he is fulfilling this prophecy.  And whose way is he preparing?  Here God’s Word from the prophet Isaiah 40:3 is being quoted .  Look at Isaiah 40:3, you will see he is to prepare the way of Jehovah. Isaiah 40:3  The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the LORD (Jehovah), make straight in the desert a highway for our God.

 Jesus is Jehovah.  In some Bibles the name Jehovah is translated as LORD in capital letters.  So here not only does the Holy Spirit say through John that Jesus is Jehovah, but he has already said it through the prophet Isaiah.

2.  Isaiah 42:8  I am the LORD (Jehovah): that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images.  Jehovah will not give His glory to another.  So see what God says about  the Lord Jesus in Hebrews 1:1-3  1  God, -- spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,   2  Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;  3. Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;,  Here Jehovah says Jesus is the brightness of His glory and the very same image of His person.  Jehovah does not give His glory to another, and He says Jesus is the brightness of His glory!   So Jesus must be Jehovah also!  We must not try to understand the depth of Jehovah.  We must be humble, and say what God says about Himself!  Some may ask, “Then how is it that Jesus said His Father was greater than He, if He is Jehovah?”   We must not forget that he humbled Himself to come down to save us. See Phillippians 2: 5  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:6  Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 7  But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:  8  And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

      Jehovah humbled Himself to save us.  In the book of John, 17:1, He prays to the Father and asks for the glory He had before He made the world.  

3. Jesus is to receive the same glory and honor as the Father.  See John 5:23  That all men should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent him.  If you honor Jehovah more than  Jesus, you you dishonor Jehovah
4.  In Matthew 4:7 Satan tries to tempt Jesus and Jesus replies,  Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.  The word Lord here is Jehovah.  Jesus is quoting from Deuteronomio 6: 16  Ye shall not tempt the LORD (Jehovah) your God, as ye tempted him in Massah.
5. In Mstthew 4:10 Satan tells Jesus to worship him, and he will give Him the earth.  Jesus replies from the Holy Scripture,   Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.  Then in Revelation 19:10 0  Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.  Again in Revelation 22:9   Then saith he unto me, See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren the prophets, and of them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God.  Then in Hebrews 1; where Jehovah God says that Jesus is the brightness of His glory, He says,  6: Let all the angels of God worship Him.  Remember, only Jehovah God is permitted worship, and God, says, “Worship Him.”.

6. Then you ask, how is it He said His Father was greater than He, and other verses seem to evidence that Jesus was inferior. It is because in love for you, He emptied Himself to become man and die for us. Remember in John 17 He prayed to have the glory He had before.  He really did humble Himself to die for you.  Don’t put Him down again.

7. Jesus also said His Father and He were one.  He said, you have seen me, you have seen the Father. Could Jehovah Humble Himself and then be given back His glory?  Can we understand the depth of the Deity.  The Bible says, Great is the mystery of godliness, God was manifest in the flesh.  It is not a mystery to see a human being in the flesh, it is to see the The Mighty God in the flesh.  Some have changed their Bible to say that Jesus is only a god (like we are), but the err terribly, He is The Mighty God. 

 8.  Look what Jehovah says about Jesus, and His coming,  Isaiah 9:6-7   For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counselor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.  7 Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this.  Some, because they cannot explain how Jesus could be the Everlasting Father, and The Mighty God, try to make the Scripture say He is an inferior God through whom Jehovah worked.  Instead of belitteling Him, why not believe the Scripture, and say I don’t know how this is but I believe God’s Word.  God says in Isaiah 45:5-   I am the LORD (Jehovah), and there is none else, there is no God beside me: --  6  That they may know from the rising of the sun, and from the west, that there is none beside me. I am the LORD (Jehovah) and there is none else.  There is no other God, and He is our creator, not through another.  Some change John 1:1 to read that Jesus was with God and was a (created) god.  But the Bible goes on to say Jesus is the creator of all that ha been created.   But they say that He was created, and deny the Scripture again.  No, before humbling Himself to die for us, He was in heaven, and  created all things. Read John 1:3    Now continue reading from Isaiah, where Jehovah is talking.  7  I form the light, and create darkness: I make peace, and create evil: I Jehovah do all these things.--12  I have made the earth, and created man upon it: I, even my hands,(not somebody else) have stretched out the heavens, and all their host have I commanded. 18  For thus saith the LORD (Jehovah) that created the heavens; God himself that formed the earth and made it; he hath established it, he created it not in vain, he formed it to be inhabited: I am the LORD (Jehovah); and there is none else.  Some will say, yes, there is no other Jehovah, but He says in verse i5, there is no other God beside Jehovah.  Let’s believe Him, and not take a verse that says we are gods and belittle the Mighty God, Jehovah in His fullness! 

In verse 15 it continues talking of Jehovah as our Savior, and it is clearly Jesus, unless you think Jehovah gives His glory to another, (He said He does not.)  15  Verily thou art a God that hidest thyself, O God of Israel, the Saviour. In Matthew 1:, it says Jesus’ name is Imanuel, which means God with us.  Have they changed that to say, ”A god with us.”?     It continues,  17  But Israel shall be saved in the LORD (Jehovah)with an everlasting salvation: ye shall not be ashamed nor confounded world without end.  21  -- there is no God else beside me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside me.  The Bible addresses Jesus as the Savior!!   Again,   22  Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God, and there is none else. 23  I have sworn by myself, the word is gone out of my mouth in righteousness, and shall not return, That unto me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear.  Look what is said of Jesus in Philippians 2: 9  Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name: 10  That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; 11  And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.  You may say, “see, it says God has highly exalted Him, so He is inferior.”  But you forget that He had emptied Himself to die.  Now He is coming back to His rightful place.  And what is that?  Where do you find Jesus in Heaven?  You find Him in the midst of the throne!  Revelation 5: 6  And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth. -- 13  And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, and power, be unto him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever. 14  And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for ever and ever.  Let me reiterate, no one knows, nor understands the depth of Jehovah, but we must humble ourselves to honor Him whether in His Spirit or Father, or Son.  Remember a son is inferior to a father only as a child, or as in Jesus’ case He deliberately humbled Himself, but he is the same substance.  God accommodated His language to our limits by using Son, Father, husband, bride, etc. If we put Jesus down, will He save us?

9   Again, it is said of Jesus, in Isaiah 45:24  Surely, shall one say, in the LORD(Jehovah) have I righteousness and strength: even to him shall men come; and all that are incensed against him shall be ashamed.

25  In the LORD( Jehovah) shall all the seed of Israel be justified, and shall glory.  Now according to Jeremiah 23: we see Jesus name is Jehovah our righteousness!   5  Behold, the days come, saith the LORD (Jehovah), that I will raise unto David a righteous Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment and justice in the earth. (Jesus when He was humbled here as a man was born of David’s line.  He is the rightful, eternal King, and will execute justice when He comes back to rule.  See what His name will be )  6  In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his name whereby he shall be called, THE LORD (Jehovah) OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS.  (Remember, LORD, in capital letters, is translation for Jehovah.)  One should ask himself, “Is Jesus Jehovah to me, and my righteousness?  Or do I belittle Him and still hope He will save me?”

10. Then there is the matter of our King.  Jehovah is our King. Zephaniah 3: 14  Sing, O daughter of Zion; shout, O Israel; be glad and rejoice with all the heart, O daughter of Jerusalem.15  The LORD (Jehovah) hath taken away thy judgments, he hath cast out thine enemy: the king of Israel, even the LORD (Jehovah), is in the midst of thee: thou shalt not see evil any more.  So Jehovah is the king of Israel!  What did Jesus have written over His Cross?  THE KING OF ISRAEL.  Pilate learned this from Jesus himself!  Now see Revelation19: 16  And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.   If Jesus is the King of Kings, then He is either greater than Jehovah the King of Israel, or He is one with Jehovah, as He said,” I and my Father are one.”  That is why He can also have the name, THE EVERLASTING FATHER.   Bless Him, Bless Him!

11.  He is also the Word of God.  John 1: says he is the Word of God and is God. Not a god.  See Revelation 19:13  And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.  If Jesus is the Word of Jehovah, then Jesus was eternally the Word of Jehovah; His brightness, His image, His glory!  Did Jehovah live eternities as a mute before He made Jesus?  I think not.  He is eternally the Word of god! 

12. Some take a verse that says “This day have I begotten thee.” From Psalm 2:7  They overlook the Scripture that says that He said that when He raised Him from the dead.    Acts 13:33  God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.  Jehovah in Jesus really emptied Himself to save us.  He Died.  Now He is the first of the new creation!  Jehovah and man have been not only reconciled together, but now God can indwell us and we can be partakers of the Divine nature; a habitation of God in the Spirit.   “In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God.  And the Word was made flesh and dwelt among us.  We better believe it! “

13. The Lord our Lord is one God.  Some may wonder how The Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit can be one God.  As we said in the beginning, it is a foolish person who thinks He can understand everything about Jehovah God.  But if three of us were perfect in every attribute, we would think and plan and work to the same end.  We would think the same thing, perfection.  Perfection is one!                                     In Genesis 1:26 God says let us make man--.  In Genesis 11:7, Jehovah says “Let us go down--.”  Some would say glibly, “Well He was just talking to the Angels.” But there is too much evidence that not only was Jesus there, in His glory and majesty, but He was also the expression of God (The Word) over and over again, such as in leading the Children of Israel through the wilderness.

14. This is not written as a debate. It written because I believe God gave me a Macedonian dream”  It seems, in my dream, I had been talking with people who had been taught that Jesus is not also Jehovah God.  I heard them crying out, Mr. Parker, Mr. Parker, Mr. Parker.  I was impressed that there are souls searching to know God, they want to be assured of their salvation, but they are not aware of just how to be saved, to  be born of God. Jesus said, “ Except ye believe that I am He, ye shall die in your sins.”  May God give you grace to know Him.  It would be terrible to die in your sins.  Will you believe that Jesus is truly God who humbled himself to death for your sins, to pay your debt?  He wants to become your Savior.
